To apply for funding, kindly complete the form below. ELI will select events for which support will be granted. In considering which Hub or SIG to grant awards to, particular attention will be paid to the relevance of the proposed topic, the extent to which it will benefit ELI’s and societal causes and the group’s justification for co-funding.
Since the activities will be partly funded by the European Commission, they must fall within the Commission’s priorities. That is, they must be geared towards Judicial Cooperation in Civil and/or Criminal Matters and in particular, be in respect of one or more of the following topics:
1. Civil matters 
a. Cross-border family law and matrimonial property rights;
b. Successions;
c. Mediation;
d. Recognition of civil status;
e. Cross-border enforcement of claims;
f. Insolvency;
g. Minimum common standards of procedural law (including service of documents);
h. Application of foreign law;
i. Correct implementation of the EU acquis in judicial cooperation in civil matters;
j. Networking between legal, judicial and administrative authorities and the legal professions, aimed at promoting judicial cooperation across Europe, including through electronic channels of communication;
k. Cross-border protection of adults;

m. Contracts in the digital economy (algorithmic contracting in the B2B field and data in contracts);
n. Use of videoconferencing in remote hearings in civil and commercial matters;
o. The compatibility of the use of digital technology in justice and related procedural rules with the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights and the European Convention on Human Rights.
2. Criminal matters
a. Efficient operation of EU mutual recognition instruments in criminal matters;
b. Pre-trial detention;
c. Alternatives to (pre-trial) detention;
d. Radicalisation in prisons.
3. Effectiveness of national justice systems
a. Radicalisation/rehabilitation of violent extremist offenders post-release;
b. Improving the independence, quality and efficiency, as the essential elements of effective justice systems, in order to uphold and promote the rule of law.

All funded activities shall, both at the design and implementation stage, affirm the diversity principles that underlay ELI’s foundation and its vision including diversity of legal traditions, vocational backgrounds and  disciplines, gender and age. See Article 2 of ELI’s Statute here.
Groups wishing to nominate a high level speaker for the 2025 Hubs and SIGs Annual Conference panel on fundamental rights and the environment (the Conference will take place from 22–24 September in Vienna), should also apply under this grant.
Should a grant be awarded kindly note the following:
(a) The ELI Hub and SIG Guidelines as well as Reimbursement Guidelines apply.
(b) Please send the event’s agenda, signed attendance list (or if the event is conducted remotely a log of those that participated) and brief minutes/a brief report on the event to the ELI Secretariat, which must submit the same to the EU, where applicable. This should be done immediately after the event.
(c) The documents in (b) above must include the ‘Supported by the EU’ logo, where applicable, which will be provided on request, and the Hub/SIG logo.
(d) Where less funds are awarded than the total reimbursement claims, please make it clear to the Secretariat in advance how to settle the various claims.
